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Primary Care Diabetes Society research/audit grant 
General guidelines for applicants

Introduction

The PCDS Research Committee reflects the Society’s strong commitment and vision for research in prevention or management of diabetes. The Committee awards grants for research or audit relevant to primary care in the UK. The Research Committee will fund experimental and descriptive studies, both quantitative and qualitative. The Research Committee favours applications from people working in primary care who would have difficulty getting grants from other streams of research. All applications are judged on the quality of the project.

Applications are reviewed by members of the Research Committee and are then considered by a full meeting of the Research Committee, which meets once a year. The closing dates for the submission of applications to be considered at these meetings are posted on the PCDS website www.pcdsociety.org/index.php
Eligibility

The PCDS Research Funds are able to award grants to members of the PCDS working in primary care or community care.

The Committee does not make awards to undergraduate students. It is the Committee’s policy that the same piece of work may only be used to apply for one award within a 3-year period. Priority will be given to applicants who have not previously been funded by the Research Committee.

Grants

Priority will be given to short-term projects that will normally last up to 18 months. Awards will be made up to a maximum of £1000. The Research Committee will not generally fund time for individuals who are already in receipt of funding for research from another source.

Making an application

The application form can be found below. All applications must be on the prescribed form and must be typed. Please submit an electronic copy of the form and attach your CV and CVs of all co-applicants.

The Research Committee will normally notify all applicants within 2 weeks of their meeting whether or not their application has been successful.

Research Governance and Ethical approval

All applicants must conduct any research to be funded by the PCDS in line with the provisions of the Research Governance Framework for Health and Social Care and, where relevant, the EU Clinical Trials Directive.
